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Stitching Together: Case Study templates
We are compiling a set of case studies to showcase the diversity of contexts in which participatory textile making activities take place. We hope that this resource will be useful for researchers and practitioners interested in using such methods. 
In this document you will find two templates:

· The Research Case Study template, for projects which take place within the context of academic research – such as a PhD project or collaborative research project. Such projects will typically be guided by critically framed research questions and gather data of some sort for analysis.
· The Practice Case Study template, for projects which take place outside the context of academic research – such as socially engaged arts practice and public engagement.
If you would like to share a past or current project that uses participatory textile making activities, please complete one of the templates. We recognise that some projects may blur these boundaries, and invite you to use whichever template feels more appropriate.

Please:
· focus on one specific project – if you have more than one relevant project, you can summarise them briefly in ‘related projects’

· write clearly and concisely, for a wide audience
· work within the format of the template to enable readers to compare your project with other case studies
· aim for a total length of around 600 words (maximum 800 words)
· include images in the Word document to show where they should be positioned, but also send as separate attachments (jpeg format).
